At entrance to farm  bear left as you enter and park under the trees on 
the left side of the jumper course.

 3.   In the case of horses and ponies being entered and not 
       exhibited, the entry fee will be refunded if notification
       of the scratch is received by the Show secretary prior to
       the start of the class.
 4.   Three entries are necessary to fill a class.
 5.   The show management reserves the right to decline
       any entry and to return any entry fees before or during
       the show without being liable for compensation.
 6.   The show management reserves the right to change
       location, combine, cancel, add or limit any classes.
 7.   Schooling will be permitted until 7:45 AM and at specified 

schooling breaks during the show.  
  8.   Hard hats must be worn when mounted anywhere on the
        grounds.
  9.   Adults may ride ponies in all classes.
  10. All dogs must be kept on leashes at all times.
